All Teams Meeting Minutes
August 1, 2009;  9a – Noon
OSU College of Social Work

1. Stephanie Starks presented on Columbus State resources, a group tour scheduled for August 12th (from 10a-Noon), and her availability to meet with interested youth and program staff individually for Columbus State preparation “office hours” during the month of August.  Her PowerPoint presentation is accessible at the ASAP website (www.oyit-asap.net), under “Calendar and Minutes”.
2. Angela Lariviere led the youth in a “bridge building” exercise during the youth break-out session through which youth identified medium-term goals and caring adults in their lives who may be available to help them attain those goals.
3. The adult supporters discussed the possibility of identifying a graduate student “intern” to be responsible for contacting each youth weekly to encourage and assist them in making continued progress towards their stated goals.  Tim Conrad is willing to both train said intern in the solution-focused approach and to provide supervision to ensure that these weekly “well-being” check-in’s are being conducted and that the solution-focused approach is used by the intern.  This new individualized support approach will begin as soon as an intern can be identified and trained in the solution-focused approach – perhaps by the next ASAP quarterly meeting on November 7th.  
4. Focus of ASAP support over coming year will be in area of educational success, including employment needed to support oneself while succeeding in school (and securing stable housing while attending college).

5. Renewed efforts will be made in the coming months to engage Starr Commonwealth MyPlace staff and clients in the ASAP pilot project, including the possibility of “bringing ASAP” to regularly scheduled group meetings held at MyPlace.  
6. ASAP support for ViaQuest staff and youth over the next few months may focus on assisting in the development of a custodial skills employment training program through federal resources accessible through COWIC JobLeaders.  
7. Next meetings:  

a. August 12th ASAP group tour of Columbus State (10a-Noon)

b. November 7th ASAP quarterly meeting (9a-Noon)
